 To evaluate each contestant’s ability to react in simulated situations demanding First Aid and CPR 
intervention and to recognize excellence and professionalism in the career and technical education student’s 
first aid skills. 
 
CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS: 
NO SCHOOL LOGO OR SCHOOL AFFILIATION ANYWHERE ON CLOTHING or IT MUST BE COVERED 
COMPLETELY 

• Appropriate program attire 
o Scrubs- a plain white T-shirt may be worn underneath the scrub top, and it should not be 

visible from the sleeve or the bottom hem area of the scrub top.  Hair must be pinned up 
and off the collar.  

o White socks or white s/nonpattern hose visible above the top of the shoe 
o Health professional’s white OR black work shoes 

 Shoes must be all-white or all-black (no mesh/canvas) 
 Completely enclosed (no open toe or open heel) 
 Athletic style shoes that meet the aforementioned criteria are acceptable 

o       Jewelry: only one stud or small hoop in each ear is allowed.
